 KMS is designated as Tsunami Warning focal point for 
Kiribati under UNESCO/IOC. 

 Although Kiribati considered as low risk national  
from Tsunami, but Kiribati Government still recognize 
Tsunami as a disaster to country. 

 Kiribati usually on warning from distance sources 
Tsunami.
