Each participant applying for an Indonesian visa to Indonesia must hold a valid passport with 

a minimum validity period of six months, a minimum of two blank passport pages for validation, 

and identical information between the country represented and the nationality of the owner.

6.  Proof of payment for VoA revenue of 500,000 IDR (during arrival in entry point).

Electricity  

The standard voltage throughout Indonesia is normally 230 Volt and with a standard frequency 

of 50 Hz. Please consider bringing/ buying a voltage converter if you think necessary. 

 

Most power plugs and sockets in Indonesia are type C and F, as below. If you are coming from 

a country that does not use this type of sockets, you should bring an adapter.  

 

 

Type C: This socket also 

works with plug E and F. 

 

Type F: This socket also works 

with plug C and E. 

 

 

Climate of Nusa Dua, Bali in October 

Bali has a tropical climate, hot all year round, with a rainy season from November to March, due 

to the northwest monsoon, and a relatively dry season from April to October, when, however, 

some showers can still occur. In the rainy season, it usually rains a couple of hours in the morning 

and a couple of hours in the afternoon, while in the rest of the day the sun shines for a few hours.  

 

Climate Average in Nusa Dua Bali on October is like:

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Normal Minimum temperature  20.0 °C    

Normal Maximum temperature 31.0 °C   

Average Humidity    79% 

Average Daily Rainfall   4.7 mm 

Average Number of raining days 8 days 

Average of sunshine hours per day 8.1
