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Recommendation SC-IOCARIBE - XV.3 Ocean 
Literacy

(i) Incorporate ocean literacy curricula in formal education,
(ii) Develop a national and regional strategy for ocean literacy,
iii) Identify ways to disseminate and test the Ocean Literacy for All Toolkit to help 
develop ocean literacy strategies relevant for the region,
(iv) Increase collaboration with stakeholders including policy-makers, the private 
sector, civil society, the media, and artists,
(v) Further integrate social science research, especially behavioural change
research, and
(vi) Conduct capacity building activities to increase member states’ capability to 
participate in ocean literacy discussions and activities. Request the IOC Secretariat
to develop a communications plan to enhance region wide ocean literacy.
